The Lee County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) is responsible for the development and 
implementation of a balanced, integrated, and multimodal transportation program which efficiently 
moves traffic.  The MPO’s goal is to ensure that a continuing, comprehensive and cooperative 
approach to planning for transportation needs is maintained and properly coordinated with other 
MPOs, Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) and Federal Highway Administration
