Agenda Item #12 - Presentation on the District One Freight and Mobility Plan

Mr. Scott presented this agenda item for the review and approval of an Amendment to the FY 2023
through FY 2027 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) to add a SR 31 Movable Bridge Safety
Project. He provided background information and reviewed the amendment that was included in the
agenda packet, posted to the MPO website, and shown as a slide at the meeting. Those present
discussed the project specifics. Ms. Victoria Peters said she would find out additional information on
the project and bring it back to the committee. Mr. Derek Felder, a member of the public, asked if it
was on the Alva bridge as well. Mr. Scott replied it was only on bridges on state roads. Chair
Anglickis asked for a motion.

Mr. Albert O'Donnell made the motion to approve an Amendment to the FY 2023 through FY
2027 Transportation Improvement Program to add a SR 31 Movable Bridge Safety Project. Ms.
Bev Larson seconded the motion. There were no objections, and the motion passed
unanimously.

Agenda Item #8 - *Review and Approve the Updated Public Involvement Plan

Mr. Scott presented this agenda item for the review and approval of the Updated Public Involvement
Plan (PIP). He provided background information and reviewed the plan that was provided in the
agenda packet, posted to the MPO website, and shown as slides at the meeting. He asked if there
were any questions.

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Idalia, and it will be brought to their September meeting and then to the MPO Board at their October
meeting. Chair Anglickis asked for a motion.

Ms. Bev Larson made the motion to approve the Shared-Use Nonmotorized (SUN) Trail
Priorities. Ms. Carie Call seconded the motion.

Chair Anglickis asked if there was any discussion. Mr. Albert O'Donnell stated his objection to shared
use pathways and provided examples of separated facilities in other countries. He also commented
on the new FDOT policy to not place bicycle lanes on roads with higher speed limits. Ms. Carie Call
commented on the use of the facilities on Pine Island. Ms. Peters asked if it was an FDOT project.
Mr. Scott replied it was a Lee County project. Ms. Peters asked if it could be changed. Mr. Gogoi
said it can be changed by the jurisdiction. Those present continued the discussion on the type and
purpose of facilities, design, statutes and regulations, owner of right-of-way, construction and
maintenance responsibility, safety of mixed-use pathways, current conditions and rider habits,
example of other states, example of Colonial, example of Three Oaks, existing infrastructure and
concrete curbs, placing parking at each end of pathways, current uses of pathways, and e-bikes.
Chair Anglickis called the vote.

There was one objection, and the motion passed.

Agenda Item #10 - *Endorsement of the Aviation Priorities

Mr. Gogoi presented this agenda item for the endorsement of the Aviation Priorities. Mr. Gogoi then
reviewed the aviation priorities that were emailed to the committee, posted to the MPO website, and
are included in the Power Point presentation available at the following link: Aviation Priorities He
asked if there were any questions. Those present discussed the expansion, funding, use of local
funds, reason for need of committee and MPO Board approval, and public outreach. Mr. Gogoi said
endorsement was needed. Chair Anglickis asked for a motion.

Ms. Carie Call made the motion to endorse the Aviation Priorities. Ms. Liza King seconded the
motion. There were no objections, and the motion passed unanimously.

He said portions would be brought back as the plan proceeds. He added that there were numerous
awards in Florida. Chair Anglickis asked if the TAC (Technical Advisory Committee) made any
changes. Mr. Scott replied no. He added that it did go to the TMOC (Traffic Management and
Operations Committee) and those comments were included in the updated scope. Chair Anglickis
asked for a motion.

Ms. Bev Larson made the motion to approve the Safe Streets for All Safety Action Plan Scope
of Services. Mr. Ted Tryka seconded the motion.

Those present discussed enforcement, infrastructure, driver behavior, example of Burnt Store Road,
example of Pine Island, need to use a comprehensive approach, construction of a bicycle path,
example of US 41 and Estero landscaping, traffic calming options, example in Collier County,
inclusion of lane separation in projects, example in Estero, need for elimination of line of sight across
roundabout, example in England, fatality in Collier County, and evidence based decisions. Chair
Anglickis called the vote.
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There were no objections, and the motion passed unanimously.

RECOMMEND MPO ADOPTION OF THE 2024 HIGHWAY SAFETY TARGETS

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Recommend that the MPO Board adopt the same
Highway Safety Performance Measure Targets (PM1)
for 2024 consistent with FDOT.

State DOTs and MPOs are required to adopt Highway Safety Performance Measure
(PM1) Targets annually. In Florida, the FDOT has been maintaining ‘zero’ as the target
for the five (5) Highway Safety Performance Measures since the statewide targets were
first established in 2018. For each of those years the Lee MPO supported the statewide
targets by adopting the same targets and agreed to plan and program projects that once
implemented are anticipated to make progress toward achieving the statewide “zero”
targets. The PM1 statewide targets for 2024 were set by FDOT on August 31,

At their October 5th meetings, the TAC and CAC will be asked to recommend that the
MPO adopt the same targets as FDOT for its 2024 PM1 targets as shown below.

LEETRAN PRESENTATION ON MOBILITY ON DEMAND

DISCUSSION ITEM:

LeeTran is currently operating Mobility on Demand (MOD) programs in Bonita Springs
and Lehigh Acres. The MOD model has been gaining popularity in use among public
transit providers as the service allows more personalized service and flexibility.

LeeTran rolled out its first ever MOD initiative in 2022 in the Bonita Springs area and on
March 2" of this year they launched a second one in Lehigh Acres. ULTRA on
Demand, as MOD is called in Lee County, supports LeeTran’s fixed route service by
allowing passengers to travel to destinations within the MPO area or to stops along the
fixed route system to reach destinations outside the service area.

At the meeting, LeeTran staff will be providing a presentation on their MOD program
and the progress the service has been making in Bonita Springs and Lehigh.

REVIEW AND COMMENT ON PROPOSED 2045 LONG RANGE
TRANSPORTATION PLAN AMENDMENTS

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Review proposed amendments to the 2045 Long
Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).

The MPO staff is amending the 2045 LRTP to be voted on by the Board at an upcoming
meeting to address changes to projects based on additional funding from the Moving
Florida Forward Program, local funding commitments, and recent Federal and State
appropriations. The proposed amendments are listed below and are shown in underline
and strike through format on the attached Cost Feasible Tables.

The following changes are being proposed:

e Revise the limits of the SR 78 W. of Santa Barbara to 24" Avenue project to
Burnt Store Road to 24" Avenue to address the local funding that is being used
for the PD&E study within those limits. Also, adjust the funding to match what has
been budgeted for the project.

e Revise the Burnt Store Road from Van Buren to the Charlotte County line design
phase to now show this funded with the federal appropriation that was awarded
to the County.

e Change the SR 31 from SR 80 to SR 78 project to adjust the phasing to account
for the state appropriation funding and the Right-of-Way phased that is now
funded.

e Revise the US 41 and Bonita Beach Road intersection project to include the
design phase project funded with federal and local funds to match recent
changes.

e Add in the widening of I-75 to eight lanes from the Collier County line to
Corkscrew Road in the 2024 to 2027 time frame to match the Moving Florida
Forward project. Also revise the |-75 managed lanes project currently shown in
the Plan to match the typical section that has been shown in the recently
completed I-75 South Corridor Master Plan.
