Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 9:02 a.m. by MPO Board Chair/City of Fort Myers
Councilmember Teresa Watkins Brown. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The roll was called by MPO staff. A quorum was present. Lee County MPO Board Members in

Councilmember Michael Miller; and City of Bonita Springs Councilmembers Laura Carr and
Fred Forbes.

Mr. Scott mentioned that Commissioner Hamman sent an email request to pull Consent Agenda ltem

motion.

Councilmember Johnny Streets Jr. made the motion to approve Items A, B, D, and E of the
Consent Agenda Items. Commissioner Kevin Ruane seconded the motion. There were no
objections, and the motion passed unanimously

Agenda Item #2 — Consent Agenda

C. Ratification of the Bicycle and Pedestrian Coordinating Committee Amended Bylaws

Commissioner Hamman explained his email noting he was fine with all of the proposed changes to
the BPCC Bylaws except for adding Blue Zones as a member, and he requested they be pulled from
the roster as they are an advocacy group.
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Commissioner Hamman made the motion to approve the amended BPCC Bylaws without
adding Blue Zones to the roster/membership. Councilmember Laura Carr seconded the
motion. There was one objection from Councilmember Jessica Cosden, and the motion
passed.

Chair Watkins Brown said public comments will be taken at each new business item.
Public Hearing Items

Agenda Item #4 - AAdoption of the FY 2022/2023 through FY 2026/2027 Transportation
Improvement Program

Mr. Don Scott presented this agenda item to hold a public hearing on the recommended FY
2022/2023 through FY2026/2027 Transportation Improvement Program, make any changes to the
recommended Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) that the MPO may consider appropriate
while taking into consideration public input, and then by roll call vote, adopt Resolution 22-09
(attached) endorsing the recommended FY 2022/2023 through FY 2026/2027 TIP. Mr. Scott
provided a presentation that included slides with information on funding, changes made, and
comments addressed. His presentation can be viewed here: TIP Presentation Mr. Scott mentioned
there were public comments sent in and they were printed by staff and handed out at the meeting.
Councilmember Carr mentioned motorized bicycles on sidewalks and asked about possible
indications for faster traffic to keep to one side. Mr. Scott said he hasn’t heard of any but some
jurisdictions are prohibiting e-bikes on sidewalks or limiting speeds. He added this issue will come up
more, due to the increase of micromobility. Councilmember Carr asked if there would be speed
designations or separations on new pathways. Mr. Scott noted it was difficult enough to try and
separate bicycles and pedestrians, but he would research and bring back best practices related to
this. Councilmember Forbes mentioned legislation that allowed micromobility devices to operate
where bicycles are allowed to operate adding speed could be limited, but it would be difficult to
enforce. Mr. Scott added there are many roads without bicycle lanes so relegating bicycles to only
use them would be difficult. Mr. Scott then reviewed public comments emailed in from Mr. Louis
Fratarelli on advancing the Corkscrew project, Mr. John Majka on the SR 80 median project, and the
Estero Council of Community Leaders (ECCL) on requests regarding Estero. Mr. Scott asked if there
were any other public comments. There were none.

Councilmember Laura Carr made the motion to approve the FY 2022/23 through FY 2026/27
Transportation Improvement Program. Councilmember Fred Forbes seconded the motion. A
roll call vote was taken with no objections, and the motion passed unanimously.

Agenda Item #5- AApproval of the FY 2027/2028 Federal and State Funded Priorities

Mr. Scott presented this agenda item to review changes, hold a public hearing, and make a decision
on the project priority order to approve the FY 2027/2028 Federal and State Funded Periorities that
were attached to the agenda packet, posted to the MPO website, and shown as slides at the meeting.
Mr. Scott reviewed the priority lists and asked if there were any public comments. There were none.
Chair Watkins Brown asked if there was a motion.

Councilmember Laura Carr made the motion to approve the FY 2027/28 Federal and State
Funded Priorities. Mayor John Gunter seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all
in favor, and the motion passed unanimously.
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Agenda Item #6 - *Approval of the Multimodal Box Funded Priorities

Mr. Ron Gogoi presented this agenda item for the review and approval of the recommended 2022
Multimodal Box Fund Priorities that were attached to the agenda packet, posted to the MPO website,
and shown as a slide at the meeting. He provided a Power Point presentation that included slides
with information on a review of the priorities, funding sources and amounts, and Lee MPO and District
One Allocation Formula Fund Distribution His presentation can be viewed here: Multimodal
Presentation The Board discussed carbon reduction studies, carbon reduction program, carbon
reduction project types, estimated costs of priorities, expectations for projects on list to be funded,
present day cost versus year of funding costs, possibility of adding more projects, inflation, wanting to
ensure all funds are spent, adding projects from Bonita Springs to share in funding, percentage of
funding that goes to Federal/State projects, and adding projects each year. Chair Watkins Brown
asked if there were any public comments. There were none.

Councilmember Johnny Streets Jr. made the motion to approve the Multimodal Box Funded
Priorities. Commissioner Brian Hamman seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with
all in favor, and the motion passed unanimously.

Chair Watkins Brown asked if
there were any questions or a motion. There were no questions.

Commissioner Brian Hamman made the motion to approve the updated Lee and Collier
Transportation Regional Improvement Program Priorities. Commissioner Kevin Ruane
seconded the motion. There were no objections, and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Richard Oujevolk with FDOT introduced this agenda item for the Old US 41 PD&E Study
presentation. Mr. Oujevolk provided two slides on the stages in the process of projects and FDOT
partnership. His slides can be viewed here: Introduction Slides He introduced Mr. Matt Dockins with
RK&K, FDOT’s consultant for the study, to provide a Power Point presentation on the study. Mr.
Dockins presentation included slides with information on project goals/needs, alternatives, new
quadrant roadway, new traffic signals, U-turn bulb outs, public workshop, comments, next steps, and
project contact information.

Jim Wiant. The Board discussed coordination with Collier on project, recommendations for design
team to meet with concerned citizens before the next public meeting scheduled for spring 2023,
consultant drawing, relocation of retention pond, elimination of Spanish Wells proposed bulb out,
adding roundabout, Veteran’s Parkway completion date, dealing with truck traffic near Bonita
Commerce Park, old flyover project in Bonita Springs, multiple entrances to Spanish Wells
community, ensuring all comments are heard, working from regional model to start, completion of
Veteran’s project assumed in model, continued cooperation with residents and businesses, balancing
safety needs, long project processes, funding, extended project time, congestion in Bonita area, local
funds, example of Pine Island Road, inclusion of project in Bonita Capital Improvement Plan, length of
PD&E process, stage of project in process, meetings held and scheduled, adhering to strict Federal
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process requirements, NEPA, community involvement, contributions of all to Federal funding, Bonita
traffic counts from Assistant Manager of the City of Bonita Springs, and cooperation on project.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Approve the appointment of Donald Apking to the
Citizen Advisory Committee for the City of Cape Coral
(see attached application and resume).

Federal and State CAC Membership Requirements

In its 1997 review of the Lee County MPOQO’s planning process, the Federal Highway
Administration/Federal Transit Administration (FHWA/FTA) review team demanded that
the MPO “must develop proactive methodologies to directly involve minority, low income,
elderly, and other disadvantaged groups in the transportation planning process.” The
review team identified this as a corrective action that must be completed in order to avoid
federally imposed sanctions. In addition, Chapter 339.175, Florida Statutes, stipulates
that minorities, the elderly, and the handicapped must be adequately represented on the
CAC.

MPO Bylaws Membership Requirements

Paragraphs (b) and (c) under Section 1.005(2) of the MPO Bylaws also spell out
membership requirements that must be considered when making appointments to the

CAC:

Each County Commissioner shall appoint two (2) members to the CAC from different
communities within his or her district. Each of the other voting members of the MPO shall
appoint one (1) member to the CAC who lives in his or her city. If a voting member is
unable to find a volunteer to sit on the CAC that lives in his or her district the voting
member may appoint someone who lives outside of their jurisdiction to represent their
jurisdiction as long as the appointee lives in Lee County. The MPO shall also appoint a
transportation handicapped member on an at-large basis and two other at-large members
that will be filled with low income and/or minority members of the community. The
appointments are subject to ratification by a majority of members of the MPO at a regular
MPO meeting at which a quorum is present. Members of the CAC shall serve at the
pleasure of the MPO members who appointed them, or their successors. (A notification
letter will be sent to all elected officials that are new to the MPO Board regarding this
process.) Due to the fact that each member of the CAC is appointed by a member of the
MPO Board, the CAC Committee does not have alternate members.

(a) The members of the Metropolitan Planning Organization Citizen Advisory
Committee shall be citizens and year-round residents of the city or county
commission district which their appointers represent Lee County; or, in the case
of the at-large, mobility handicapped member, of the Metropolitan Planning
Organization’s transportation study area. Members or their immediate family
members (spouse, child, parent or sibling) shall not be declared candidates or



elected officials of the Lee County Commission, municipalities in Lee County
or Lee County Constitutional Officers. Members shall not be employees of any
of the local governments represented on the MPO or of the state or federal
departments of transportation. Should the status of any CAC member change
in such a way as to disqualify him/her from membership under the terms of this
paragraph, his/her membership shall automatically terminate. Those who thus
become ineligible for CAC membership shall provide written notice to the MPO
staff, the CAC Chairman and the MPO member responsible for appointing their
replacements.

1) Reviewing and approving the annual Transportation Disadvantaged Service Plan, including the
Memorandum of Agreement, prior to its submittal to the Commission for the Transportation
Disadvantaged;

2) In cooperation with the CTC, reviewing and providing recommendations to the Commission for the
Transportation Disadvantaged on funding applications affecting the transportation disadvantaged;

3) Reviewing strategies for coordinating service to the transportation disadvantaged in the designated
service area;

4) Conducting an annual evaluation of the Community Transportation Coordinator.

The Lee County Local Coordinating Board typically meets quarterly to guide the functions of the CTC.

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REVIEW AND APPROVE THE CARBON REDUCTION
PROGRAM PRIORITIES

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Review and approve the attached recommended
Carbon Reduction Program fund priorities.

The Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) established the Carbon Reduction Program (CRP)
which provides funds for projects designed to reduce transportation emissions, defined
as CO2 emissions from on-road highway sources. A portion of the total funds apportioned
to a state are suballocated to urbanized areas with populations greater than 200,000 and
urbanized areas with population 50,000 to 200,000.

For FY 2022, the suballocation of CRP funds for the Cape Coral urbanized area is
$1,128,685. The FY 2022 funds will most likely be available for programming projects in
FY 2024, the first year of FDOT’s new Work Program for the period covering FY 2024
through FY 2028. Funds may be also available for programming projects in the
subsequent years of this work program which is currently under development.

Eligible projects for CRP funds include bicycle pedestrian facilities, micromobility, public
transportation, congestion management technologies, etc. and they must be identified in
an MPQO’s Transportation Plan. That makes most of the bicycle pedestrian projects in the
Lee MPO’s Adopted Multimodal Box Fund Priorities eligible for CRP funds. The
recommended priorities are shown in Attachment A. Priorities have been assigned
consistent with their priority order from the adopted Multimodal Box Fund Priority list. The
TAC and CAC unanimously approved the Carbon Reduction priorities at their respective
meetings held on September 15t
