Public Hearing Items
Agenda Item #4 - AReview and Approve an Amendment to the FY 2022/2023 through FY

2026/2027 Transportation Improvement Program to Add a Transit Low/No Emission Grant
Funding Project

Mr. Don Scott presented this agenda item to amend the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) to
add a recently announced Federal Transit Administration grant award for LeeTran to replace three
buses past their useful life with battery electric buses. He further explained the current FY 2023
through FY 2027 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is being amended to add $3,863,430 in
FTA grant funding for the replacement of three buses with battery electric buses along with the
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necessary charging equipment. The grant is being awarded from the Low or No Emission funding
program and will be used to replace diesel hybrid buses that are past their useful life. He referred to
and showed a slide of the TIP page with additional project information that was attached to the
agenda packet and posted to the MPO website. At their respective meetings, the TAC and CAC
unanimously approved this item. Mr. Scott mentioned a public comment that had been emailed prior
to the meeting, was printed and handed out to those present at the meeting, and can be viewed at the
following link: Kathleen Marquis Public Comment The Board briefly discussed the cost of regular
buses, the higher cost of electric buses, the advantages of electric buses, and the use of electric
vehicles for community service vehicles by the Lee County Sheriff's Office. Mr. Scott asked if there
was any public comment on this item. Chair Pendergrass asked if there was any public comment on
this item. There was none.

Deputy Mayor Fred Forbes made the motion to approve the Amendment to the FY 2022/2023
through FY 2026/2027 Transportation Improvement Program to Add a Transit Low/No Emission
Grant Funding Project. Mayor John Gunter seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken
with all in favor, and the motion passed unanimously.

Agenda Item #5 - AReview and Approve FY 2023 & FY 2024 Unified Planning Work Program
Amendments to Add a Safe Streets for All Grant Funded Project and Make Schedule and
Budget Revisions

Mr. Scott presented this agenda item for the review and approval of the Unified Planning Work
Program (UPWP) amendments to add in the Safe Streets for All Grant project, recognize carry
forward federal planning funds and corresponding task changes, update the FTA 5305 and TD grant
funding amounts, and revise project schedules and descriptions. The underline and strike through
changes to the task sheets and the proposed budget sheets were attached to the agenda packet and
posted to the MPO website. He reviewed the following revisions: Add funding in FY 2023 to task 1.1
administration from task 4.4 administrative and consulting services to match the original intended
amount; Revise the task 1.6 transit funding amount to the FTA grant allocation of $316,753 in FY
2024 (addition of $5,926 in funding); Revise the task 3.4 Transportation Disadvantaged funding
amount to the FY 2024 allocation amount of $37,625 (addition of $625 in funding); Revise the task 4.4
descriptions and task funding in FY 2024 to recognize available carry forward funding in the amount of
$402,002; and to add in the federal grant funding for the Safe Streets for All Grant funding (federal
funding of $180,000 in FY 2024, with another $120,000 to be shown in the next UPWP in FY 2025).
The approval of this item also includes revising the Lee MPO Planning Grant Agreement to match the
funding additions identified in FY 2024 and authorizes the Chair to sign the updated agreement with
FDOT which was also attached to the agenda packet and posted to the MPO website. At their
respective meetings held on May 4™, the TAC and CAC unanimously approved this item. Mr. Scott
asked if there was public comment on this agenda item. There was none.

Councilmember Laura Carr made the motion to approve the FY 2023 and FY 2024 Unified
Planning Work Program Amendments to Add a Safe Streets for All Grant Funded Project and
make Schedule and Budget Revisions. Vice-Mayor Michael Miller seconded the motion.
Chair Pendergrass asked if there was any MPO Board discussion on this item. There was none.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor, and the motion passed unanimously.

New Business

Agenda Item #6 - *Review and Approve the Lee and Charlotte-Punta Gorda and the Lee and
Collier MPOs Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP) Project Priorities

Mr. Scott presented this agenda item for the review and approval of the updated Lee and Collier and
Lee and Charlotte-Punta Gorda MPO TRIP priorities. He explained the Transportation Regional
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Incentive Program (TRIP) and the order/ranking of the projects on each list. The TAC and CAC
unanimously approved this item at their respective May 4™ meetings. He also showed a slide of the
TRIP priorities that were attached to the agenda packet and posted to the MPO website. Chair
Pendergrass asked if the MPO Board members had any questions for Mr. Scott. There were none.
He asked if there was any public comment. There was none.

Councilmember Laura Carr made the motion to approve the Lee and Charlotte-Punta Gorda
and the Lee and Collier MPOs Transportation Regional Incentive Program Project Priorities.
Councilmember Patty Cummings seconded the motion. There were no objections, and the
motion passed unanimously.

He referenced the draft that
was attached to the agenda packet and posted to the MPO website for review and said it will be put
out for public comment review for a minimum of 45 days before it is brought back to the Board for final
approval at the September MPO Board meeting. Chair Pendergrass asked if there were any MPO
Board or public comments. Marsha Ellis, a member of the public, provided a public comment on this
agenda item. Chair Pendergrass asked if there were any other comments. There were none. Mr.
Scott noted a motion was required to begin the public comment period. Chair Pendergrass asked for
a motion.

Councilmember John R. King made the motion to approve the minimum 45-Day Public
Comment Period for the Revised Public Involvement Plan.

Federal and State CAC Membership Requirements

In its 1997 review of the Lee County MPOQO’s planning process, the Federal Highway
Administration/Federal Transit Administration (FHWA/FTA) review team demanded that
the MPO “must develop proactive methodologies to directly involve minority, low income,
elderly, and other disadvantaged groups in the transportation planning process.” The
review team identified this as a corrective action that must be completed in order to avoid
federally imposed sanctions. In addition, Chapter 339.175, Florida Statutes, stipulates
that minorities, the elderly, and the handicapped must be adequately represented on the
CAC.

MPO Bylaws Membership Requirements

Paragraphs (b) and (c) under Section 1.005(2) of the MPO Bylaws also spell out
membership requirements that must be considered when making appointments to the

CAC:

Each County Commissioner shall appoint two (2) members to the CAC from different
communities within his or her district. Each of the other voting members of the MPO shall
appoint one (1) member to the CAC who lives in his or her city. If a voting member is
unable to find a volunteer to sit on the CAC that lives in his or her district the voting
member may appoint someone who lives outside of their jurisdiction to represent their
jurisdiction as long as the appointee lives in Lee County. The MPO shall also appoint a
transportation handicapped member on an at-large basis and two other at-large members
that will be filled with low income and/or minority members of the community. The
appointments are subject to ratification by a majority of members of the MPO at a regular
MPO meeting at which a quorum is present. Members of the CAC shall serve at the
pleasure of the MPO members who appointed them, or their successors. (A notification
letter will be sent to all elected officials that are new to the MPO Board regarding this
process.) Due to the fact that each member of the CAC is appointed by a member of the
MPO Board, the CAC Committee does not have alternate members.

(a) The members of the Metropolitan Planning Organization Citizen Advisory
Committee shall be citizens and year-round residents of the city or county
commission district which their appointers represent Lee County; or, in the case
of the at-large, mobility handicapped member, of the Metropolitan Planning
Organization’s transportation study area. Members or their immediate family
members (spouse, child, parent or sibling) shall not be declared candidates or
elected officials of the Lee County Commission, municipalities in Lee County



or Lee County Constitutional Officers. Members shall not be employees of any
of the local governments represented on the MPO or of the state or federal
departments of transportation. Should the status of any CAC member change
in such a way as to disqualify him/her from membership under the terms of this
paragraph, his/her membership shall automatically terminate. Those who thus
become ineligible for CAC membership shall provide written notice to the MPO
staff, the CAC Chairman and the MPO member responsible for appointing their
replacements.

The project priorities are updated each year for submittal to FDOT for consideration of
funding. The Federal and State funded priority list is developed from the projects that are
consistent with the projects listed in the first five years of the Long Range Transportation
Cost Feasible Plan. The list has been updated to reflect what project phases we are now
requesting based on what has been funded by FDOT over the last year.

The revisions this year include changing the SR 31 project request from a right-of-way
phase to a construction phase as the right-of-way is now being funded by an
appropriation. Other changes include asking for right-of-way for both the Burnt Store
Road and Old US 41 projects as design is now programmed for both projects. A PD&E
study was added for the Fowler Street project from South of Hanson to Martin Luther King
Boulevard at the request of FDOT staff. The TAC and CAC unanimously approved this
item at their respective meetings held on May 4, 2023.

Multimodal Box funds are set aside annually from the Lee MPO allocation of Urban
Attributable (SU) funds for congestion management (transit/traffic operations/bike ped)
projects. In addition, the MPO uses its annual allocation of Transportation Alternative (TA)
funds for funding bicycle pedestrian projects and its annual allocation of Carbon
Reduction Program (CARU) funds. The recommended priorities are shown in
Attachment A.

The request for the LeeTran Bus Purchase was inadvertently left out from priority list that
was reviewed by the BPCC at its May 23 meeting, and the TAC and CAC at their June
18t meetings. This project is a recurring annual expense consistent with the Lee MPO
Transportation Plan and is typically funded off the top from the available funding. Staff
has added a #1 priority to this project while maintaining the priority order for the remaining
projects that was recommended by the MPO advisory committees.

Among the thirteen (13) project priorities are two transit related projects - the LeeTran
Bus Purchase (Priority 1) discussed above and Bus Shelter Procurement (Priority 5) while
the remainder are bicycle pedestrian projects.
